Student & Researcher at University of Central Florida   

Distr ict Governor s Gold Medal of Honor Aw ard W inner  2006-07 
Presidential Citation Award Winner  13th Consecutive Year 

Today s guest speaker is 
Ben Corbin, the son of 
Andy and Therese Corbin. 
Ben currently is a student 
and works as a re-
searcher in the University 
of Central Florida s Gas 
Dynamics Laboratory 

working on experiments for gas turbine 
power generation systems.  

Ben graduated from the Okaloosa-Walton 
Collegiate High School in 2004, where he 
was captain of the high school Academic 
and Science Bowl Teams and was a mem-
ber of the college Brain Bowl Team. Dur-
ing his senior year, the Brain Bowl team 
won the FCCAA State Championship, the 
Academic Team won the COX Communi-
cations Academic Tournament, and the 
Science Bowl team won the Regional 
championship and was invited to compete 
in the national championship in Washing-
ton DC. 

Since graduating from OWCHS, Ben has 
been attending the University of Central 
Florida, where he is majoring in Aero-
space Engineering and earning minors in 
Mathematics, Physics and Astronomy. He 
is the President of the UCF chapter of the 
Students for the Exploration and Devel-
opment of Space. He has also held lead-
ership positions in the American Institute 
of Aeronautics and Astronautics and the 
Society of Physics Students. He has vol-
unteered over 250 hours tutoring Physics 
I, II, and III. 

In September 2006, Ben attended the 

Space Generation Congress in Valencia, 
Spain, where students from all over the 
world came together to author the Youth 
Space Declaration, which is an outline 
sent to the United Nations detailing the 
aspects of space exploration and develop-
ment that need to be considered in the 
near future. Ben was especially instru-
mental in getting strict safety recommen-
dations into the Habitats section so future 
bases will have appropriate safety stan-
dards. 

In December 2006, Ben was chosen to be 
the Chief Engineer of the Mars Desert 
Research Station on Crew #53. During 
his two-week rotation in the Utah desert, 
Ben maintained power systems, upgraded 
GreenHab facilities, and performed an in-
situ construction project proving it was 
possible to build structures on the surface 
of Mars without needing tools made spe-
cifically for extra-vehicular activities. 

This summer, Ben will be enrolled in the 
International Space University's Summer 
Session Program in Beijing, China. He is 
the youngest of over 100 students that 
have been selected internationally for this 
study program. In September, Ben will be 
presenting a paper and a poster on his 
adventures and experiences at the Mars 
Desert Research Station at the Interna-
tional Astronautical Congress in Hydera-
bad, India. 

Among his many other accomplishments, 
Ben is an Eagle Scout and a licensed pri-
vate pilot, and he hopes to earn his in-
strument flight rating next summer.
