P.C. was born in 
New York City on 
October 14, 
1943. He was 
raised, from the 
age of 5, in Sa-
vannah, GA and 
graduated from 
Benedictine Mili-
tary School in 

1962. He received his Bachelors, 
Masters and Ph.D. from Florida State 
University. From 1967 to 1972, he 
taught math at Rickards High School 
in Tallahassee. From 1972 to 1974 
he served as coordinator of advise-
ment for Florida State University. 
From 1974 to 1977, University of 
South Florida and Manatee Junior 
College employed him for a joint 
project after which he joined the fac-
ulty of University of West Florida in 
1977 and taught graduate students. 
He has presented papers and given 
talks in over 25 states and has been 
the recipient of numerous out-
standing teaching awards and the 
Distinguished Faculty Service Award. 
He has served as the president of 
three state education associations. 
He has also served on the Board of 
Directors of the ASCD. He retired in 
June 2005 and was made a Professor 
Emeritus of Educational Leadership. 

He served as president of Pensacola 
Five Flags Rotary Club and as the 

president of the Combined Rotaries 
of Pensacola. He coordinated the RI 
Russian exchange program in our 
area and was awarded the Open 
World Award in Chicago in 2000. He 
is a Paul Harris Fellow, a Sustaining 
Member, a Benefactor, and a mem-
ber of the Paul Harris Society. Addi-
tionally, his club presented him with 
RI s Four Avenues of Service Award 
in 2003. He served as the Assistant 
Governor for Area 2 from 2003 to 
2005. PC has 12 years perfect atten-
dance. He was in the charter class of 
the District 6940 Leadership Acad-
emy. 

He has also served on the vestry of 
St. Christopher s Episcopal Church 
and chaired the Episcopal Diocese of 
the Central Gulf Coast-Ministry on 
Conflict Resolution and Reconcilia-
tion. He serves on the boards of the 
Northwest Florida Blood Center, the 
Baptist Health Care Foundation, and 
the NW Florida League of Cities. He 
is secretary of the Northwest Florida 
Council on Aging and a member of 
the Florida-Alabama Transportation 
Organization and the NW Florida Re-
gional Planning Council. In Novem-
ber 2004, he was elected to the Pen-
sacola City Council and re-elected in 
2006. He and his wife of 40 years, 
Judi- also a Paul Harris Fellow- have 
two grown children, Christopher and 
Ashley.
